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Adding a macro to a playlist

Macros are a wa of automating an action like activating or deactivating them lighting, gradually

Macros are a special kind of content. To be added to a playlist, the macros have to be associated with
content that is alredy present. In particular, this content could be a black pattern.

To add a macro to your playlist, you must first selemttent from it. Then, select the macro you

want from those appearing in the available contents list. Then click on‘wve button.

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The case of triggers

Triggers are also a particular type of content. They are not actually sequential elements. To the
contrary, the triggers arrespond to an eventelated logic and can occur at any time during the
projection of specific content, or of the session as a whole.

The most obvious example is that of fire safety triggering. In a case like this, the room lighting must
be turned on itinmediately and the macro associated with that action be initiated.
